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"aI am the true vine, and My Father is the bvinedresser. 2 "Every branch in Me that does not bear 
fruit, He takes away; and every branch that bears fruit, He 1prunes it so that it may bear more fruit. 
3 "aYou are already 1clean because of the word which I have spoken to you. 4 "aAbide in Me, and I 
in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit 1of itself unless it abides in the vine, so neither can you 
unless you abide in Me. 5 "I am the vine, you are the branches ; he who abides in Me and I in him, 
he abears much fruit, for apart from Me you can do nothing. 6 "If anyone does not abide in Me, he is
athrown away as a branch and dries up; and they gather them, and cast them into the fire and they 
are burned. 7 "If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you , aask whatever you wish, and it will 
be done for you. 8 "My aFather is glorified by this, that you bear much fruit, and so 1bprove to be 
My disciples. 9 "Just as athe Father has loved Me, I have also loved you; abide in My love. 10 "aIf
you keep My commandments, you will abide in My love ; just as bI have kept My Father's 
commandments and abide in His love. 11 "aThese things I have spoken to you so that My joy may 
be in you, and that your bjoy may be made full. 



"Truly, truly, I say to you, he who does not enter by the door into the fold of the sheep, but climbs 
up some other way, he is aa thief and a robber. 2 "But he who enters by the door is aa shepherd of 
the sheep. 3 "To him the doorkeeper opens, and the sheep hear ahis voice, and he calls his own 
sheep by name and bleads them out. 4 "When he puts forth all his own, he goes ahead of them, 
and the sheep follow him because they know ahis voice. 5 "A stranger they simply will not follow, 
but will flee from him, because they do not know athe voice of strangers." 6 This afigure of speech 
Jesus spoke to them, but they did not understand what those things were which He had been 
saying to them. 7 So Jesus said to them again, "Truly, truly, I say to you, I am athe door of the 
sheep. 8 "All who came before Me are athieves and robbers, but the sheep did not hear them. 9 "aI
am the door; if anyone enters through Me, he will be saved, and will go in and out and find pasture. 
10 "The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; I came that they amay have life, and 1have it 
abundantly. 11 "aI am the good shepherd; the good shepherd blays down His life for the sheep. 12

"He who is a hired hand, and not a ashepherd, who is not the owner of the sheep, sees the wolf 
coming, and leaves the sheep and flees, and the wolf snatches them and scatters them. 13 "He 
flees because he is a hired hand and is not concerned about the sheep. 14 "aI am the good 
shepherd, and bI know My own and My own know Me, 15 even as athe Father knows Me and I 
know the Father; and bI lay down My life for the sheep. 16 "I have aother sheep, which are not of 
this fold; I must bring them also, and they will hear My voice; and they will become bone flock with 
cone shepherd. 17 "For this reason the Father loves Me, because I alay down My life so that I may 
take it again. 18 "aNo one has taken it away from Me, but I blay it down on My own initiative. I have 
authority to lay it down, and I have authority to take it up again. cThis commandment I received 
from My Father."
